This project is constructed on the shore of Green Lake in Isanti County.  It is locat-
ed on the south area of the lake, off of 327th Ln NW., on private property. The goal 
of the project is to improve the health of Green Lake; it was placed at this specific 
location because the eroded shoreline was  identified as the highest  contributor of 
phosphorus to Green Lake.  
 
This project consists of restoring eroding hillside and capturing stormwater.  The 
majority of the project utilized bioengineering techniques to stabilize and restore a 
steep shoreline.  The project will eliminate future sediment and phosphorus load-
ing to Green lake, loss of shoreline, and negative affects to fish and wildlife habitat. 
 
Funds to install the projects came from a grant obtained from the MN Pollution 
Control Agency and match dollars from the landowner and the Green Lake Im-
provement District (GLID).  This project would not be possible without the land-
ownerôs willingness to participate. 
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
